Chatham Islands Enterprise Trust, Hokotehi Moriori Trust, T
and the Chatham Islands Council.

The Partnership Trust is focusing on two main activities in
the near future:

1. Development of new housing: This will start with a
feasibility study of a potential project that will be of
great benefit to the island.

2. Developing solutions to assist people with funding
construction of new homes.
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The CIHPT knows that bank finance during construction is a major barrier to improving housing stock and will work with

individuals and households to create solutions.
